Summer Term – Half Term 2 – (PSHE)

	[bookmark: _GoBack]The KS3/4 PSHE curriculum is delivered through weekly timetabled lessons and will cover a different theme each half term within the statutory RSHE guidance. Students can gain accreditation in PSHE on completion of the topic’s associated AQA PSHE Unit Award. 

Students will gain practical knowledge and skills to help them live safe, confident, healthy and responsible lives. Students will study units across three core themes: health and wellbeing, relationships, and living in the wider world.

The following AQA PSHE Unit Awards at the student’s appropriate level will be offered as part of the three core themes:
Health and Wellbeing – Healthy Lifestyles; Emotional Wellbeing; Drugs Education; Personal Safety
Relationships – Sex and Relationship Education; Diversity, Prejudice & Discrimination
Living in the wider world – Personal Action Planning; Personal Finance; Making Informed Career Choices; Applying for Jobs and Courses; Relationships, Behaviour and Practises in the Workplace; Being a Critical Consumer
